Ouwehands Zoo and Burgers’ Zoo are also close at hand. And of course the Airborne Museum.  
Discover the wonderful forests of the National Park “De Hoge Veluwe”. This park is the largest 
continuous national park in the Netherlands. The area consists of 5,400 hectares of forest, heathland, 
marshland and drift-sand. There is a great diversity of plant and animal species and the Park is home 
to very rare species of thrush. Together with the Jachthuis Sint Hubertus, the Visitor 
Centre/Museonder, the Kröller-Müller Museum and the statues garden, the Park forms a unique and 
(inter)nationally famous combination of nature, art and architecture.
